What is Audition Toolkit?

It is a 3 day intensive run between Northern School of Contemporary Dance, The Place (London Contemporary Dance School) and Trinity Laban Conservatoire of Dance & Music.

Each day will give you an insight into the audition processes of each individual institution; jointly we also devise workshops on interviews, how to perform under pressure and the transition from CAT to Degree course.

The intensive aims to give you the opportunity to visit each venue, understand their audition process and gain audition skills and confidence. We hope that this will enable you to make an informed decision with regards to your future path in training.

What next?
Use the guide for courses in the appendix of this document to see what is available and of interest to you. 
Research the courses and find out:

1. Entry requirements

2. When applications open and when the deadlines are 

3. Things to take into consideration about your choices
· Where are the course / institution?  

· What is on the curriculum?  

· Who trained there, look at their alumni lists in their prospectus?  

· Who teaches there, what are their background / experience?  

4. Visit the universities / institutions – look at when they offer taster days to give you an insight into the course, the institution and the area in which it is based. 

Make sure you have a selection of courses and do not just apply for one or two; this is especially true of the Conservatoires as they have a higher ratio of applications to places available on their courses.
If you are still unsure and need extra advice you can speak to your careers advisor in School / College and at CAT.
Once you have completed this contact your CAT team and discuss which places you would like to make applications to, as some you will apply to UCAS for and others with be direct applications to individual institutions.
For some courses you will need a reference, please notify your CAT team as soon as possible so they are able to write this for you and send off to the institutions and universities in time for the deadlines.

Writing a personal statement
UCAS / UCAS Conservatiores

If you are applying through UCAS for a university course or UCAS Conservatoires (e.g. Trinity Laban Conservatoire of Dance & Music) then you will need to write a personal statement.
For further help with writing a personal statement please see information in the appendix.
Direct applications

If you are applying directly to the institution for example Northern School of Contemporary Dance (NSCD) or London Contemporary Dance School then this personal statement may not need to be as long, for example NSCD only asks the following:

1) Your reasons for pursuing training in dance

2) Your reasons for choosing Northern School of Contemporary Dance

3) What you hope to achieve after completing your training
What to expect in an audition.

Each university or institution will have its own way of running their audition process; this could include practical classes, performance of a solo, and interview and physio assessment. For a performing arts course be prepared to act and sing alongside your dance.
The following pages are examples of how each of the institutions that are part of the Audition Toolkit programme runs their auditions.
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What to expect in an audition.
· Access to Higher Education Diploma: Contemporary Dance 

· BA (Hons) Dance (Contemporary)

Arrival

The audition day starts at 9am so please arrive between 8.15am – 8.45am to register and then warm up for the first session. We do not need you to bring a photo or any references. 

For auditions at NSCD any accompanying parents are offered a tour of the college from 9.15-10am after which they are most welcome to stay in our foyer area and use the café. 

There is limited free parking on site but further free parking on the adjacent road. Starting times may vary slightly for auditions outside the UK so you will be contacted by email with the times.

Clothing

Full length sleeves and leg wear/layers are advisable for creative and contemporary sessions, to allow for ease of movement in floor work, with unitards / leotards / tights worn underneath. Bare feet or socks (for contemporary) and soft ballet shoes or socks (for ballet) should be worn.

The Audition

The audition will seek to assess physical potential, performance ability, creativity and also critical thinking and reflective engagement. You will be given the opportunity to demonstrate your skills and abilities through:

Stage 1: All Candidates (9am-2.30pm)

· Creative/Improvisation/Ice-breaker session

· Dance technique classes; Contemporary and Ballet

Lunch break

· Presentation of your pre-prepared solo (maximum of 1½ minutes duration). This should include elements of contemporary dance and preferably be your own choreography. If music is used, a CD, iPod or phone should be brought to the audition (we recommend using 2 of these formats so that you have a back-up). If you use a CD-R please ensure you burn it as an Audio File and finalise the disc, otherwise it will not play on the NSCD CD players (files stored as ‘data’ will not work either).
At the end of Stage 1 the Audition Panel will inform candidates if they have been selected to stay for Stage 2 of the audition.

Stage 2: Shortlisted Candidates only (2.45pm to approx. 5.30pm)

· Creative task

· Group discussion/interview

At the end of the audition day shortlisted candidates will be provided with details about submitting a short written task, in relation to the audition, within 1 week from the audition day. We will also ensure that you understand the audition outcome process. In advance of this please see

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What to expect in an audition.
BA (Hons) Contemporary Dance

· All applicants attend one full day and there are no recall auditions.

· You do not need to prepare anything for the audition.

The audition will run as follows:

09.00    Registration

09.15    Introductory talk

09.30    Contemporary and Ballet classes

12.30    Creative session

13.30    Lunch / Tour of the building

14.30    Group interviews

16.00    Approximate end of audition

You should wear a leotard and footless tights or close fitting T-shirt and footless tights. Please note ballet shoes will be required for the ballet class.

There is an on-site café where you can buy refreshments or feel free to bring your own lunch. Parents, friends, etc. can use this facility throughout the day.

Auditions results will be available on UCAS Conservatoires approximately three weeks after the audition date.

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What to expect in an audition.
BA (Hons) Contemporary Dance

Please arrive no later than 15 minutes before your allocated time so that you have sufficient time to get changed, warmed up and to complete any administrative formalities. Candidates are expected to be ready and warmed up prior to the start of the audition, therefore you may wish to arrive earlier. Note that late comers may not be permitted to join the audition.

· Expect to be at the school for a minimum of 4 hours, candidates may or may not be asked to stay for the whole day.
· You may need to bring some lunch with you as The Place Café facilities are not always available.
· You are requested to wear tight fitting clothes throughout the audition and should bring a leotard/tight fitting t-shirt, footless tights, socks and flat ballet shoes.

Interviews and Physical Examinations***
*During registration 
· Assistants will escort you to leave your belongings in a locked room (Please note that items are left at the candidates own risk and that the school cannot take responsibility of any lost items).  
· Please note that you will not have access to this room during the audition, so please ensure you have everything that you will need for the remainder of the day i.e. spare solo music, drink, medication and another layer of clothing for while you wait to present your solo. 
· Candidates should take responsibility for their own physical warm up prior to 9am.

** For your one minute Contemporary solo presentation you may wish to use music. 
· Recordings can be made on a CD (and you must clearly mark it with your name, composers name and title of the piece) or alternatively on an MP3 player. 
· This is also an opportunity for you to show the panel your own choreography. 
· Your solo must not exceed more than one minute. 
· We also ask candidates to bring a spare copy of their music in a different format, as not all our sound equipment is compatible with all CD recordings.

*** You may or may not be asked to stay for this session. 
· This interview will be held by the audition leader and may involve a physical examination by the school’s Body Conditioning Tutor.  
· At this stage you may be asked to wait but we endeavour not to keep you too long.

Friends and family are able to wait in The Place café and you should arrange to meet there.

Audition Results: 
· We will notify you of the results of your audition as soon as we are able to. 
· Please make sure that any documentation requested by the Conservatoire for Dance and Drama for the completion of means testing is submitted at your earliest convenience. 
· Please notify the School immediately if you change your contact details, so that information regarding your audition/results can be sent to the correct address.

Candidates may be asked to return at a later date for a final audition.

· Candidates who decide to withdraw their application need to do so no later than one week prior to the audition, so that your slot can be allocated to another candidate. 
· During peak times candidates may be put on a waiting list for an audition as dates can become limited and so it would be useful to know in advance if you no longer intend on auditioning with us.

What can I expect during interviews?
Depending on where you audition you may be interviewed on your own by a small panel or it may be a group interview situation. 

Some topics that you may be asked to reflect on and discuss can be seen in the list below. Practise discussing these before your audition so you are confident and coherent in your answers.

Within an interview you need to be able to show capacity for reflection and critical thinking, articulation of ideas, original thought and in group situations the ability to interact with others.

What do I need to think about when creating a solo?
Think about the type of course you are applying for and therefore the type of dance style and music that may be appropriate.
The solo is the panel’s first opportunity to see you perform and they will be looking at how you engage with the material, your presence and focus on stage as well as the quality of movement.

Think about how you express your themes or ideas, your sense of style and the choreographic use of space and dynamics.

There is no definitive guide on how to create the perfect audition solo but the panel are interested in you as an individual.

Things to think about

First paragraph – when did you first become interested in dance?

· When did you first start dancing?

· Who or what inspired you?

· What styles did you learn?

Second paragraph – your ambition

· How did you know you wanted to take it further?

· What is your ambition? – be specific what companies do you see yourself in/ what choreographers do you like?

Third paragraph - what you are currently doing

· What qualifications are you studying for at the moment?

· How is CAT helping you to prepare?

· Who have you worked with on CAT? – be specific

· Membership of Youth Dance Company – how has this helped you? – name artists, mention you have choreographed a piece 

Fourth paragraph –other interests/ experience

· Have you any other experience (e.g. human biology, teaching) that have helped you broaden your knowledge so far?

Fifth paragraph – how will a degree help you to realize your goal?

· What is it about the school that attracts you?

· What on the curriculum in particular is going to help you?

Sixth paragraph – sign off

· What personally traits do you have which you think will help you and make you an asset to the school?

10 things to put in your personal statement
1. Explain your reasons for wanting to study the course

What motivates you to take this course at a university-level? Mention how your interest developed, what you have done to pursue it or how you have drawn inspiration from your current studies. Or, just demonstrate your enthusiasm for it.

2. Explain how you are right for the course

Provide evidence that you fit the bill – not only that you meet the selection criteria but also that you have researched the course or profession and understand what studying the subject at university level will imply, and that you are prepared for this.

3. Say what you have done outside the classroom…

If possible, outline how you have pursued your interest in your chosen subject beyond your current syllabus. For example, talk about any further reading you have done around the subject and give your critical views or reflective opinions about it. 

4. …Why it is relevant to your course

Reflect on your experiences, explaining what you have learned from them or how they have helped develop your interest in the subject – it could be work experience, volunteering, a university taster session or outreach programme, summer schools, or theatre visits.

5…And relevant to your chosen career

If you are applying for a vocational course that leads directly to a specific profession, it isreally important to reflect on what you have gained from your experience and how it relates to your chosen career path.

6. Can you demonstrate transferable skills..?

Yes you can – and admissions tutors will want to hear about them. It could be your ability for working independently, teamwork, good time management, problem-solving, leadership, listening or organisational skills.

7. Expand on the most relevant ones

But do not simply list off the skills you think you have – think about which ones relate most readily to the course you are applying to, then demonstrate how you have developed, used and improved these. 

· Projects and assignments (what role did you play, what went well, what did you learn?)

· Positions of responsibility (what did it entail, what did you organise?)

· Sport, music or drama (what did you learn from your role, how did you work as a team?)

· Young Enterprise, Duke of Edinburgh award (what were the biggest challenges and why, how did you overcome them?)

· Volunteering or your Saturday job (what do you do, what have you observed, what extra responsibilities have you taken on?)

8. Show that you are a critical thinker

University is all about being able to think independently and analytically so being able to demonstrate that you are working like this already is a big plus point. 

9. What is the long term plan?

Mention what your longer term goals are if you can do it in an interesting way and you have got a specific path in mind but, if you do, then try and show a spark of individuality or imagination.

10. Keep it positive

It can be difficult to get going with your personal statement, but do not panic. Start with your strengths, focus on your enthusiasm for the course and talk positively about yourself.

10 things not to put in your personal statement
1. Quotes from other people

It is your voice they want to hear - not Shakespeare, Einstein, Paul Britton, Martin Luther King, David Attenborough, Descartes or Napoleon’s. So do not put a quote in unless it is really necessary to make a critical point. It is a waste of your word count.

2. Random lists

Avoid giving a list of all the books you have read, countries you have visited, work experience placements you have done, positions you have held. For starters, it is boring to read. It is not what you have done, it is what you think about it or learned from it that matters.

3. Over-used clichés

Avoid 'from a young age', 'since I was a child', 'I’ve always been fascinated by', 'I have a thirst for knowledge', 'the world we live in today'… You get the idea. They constantly recur in hundreds of personal statements and do not really say an awful lot. 

4. Bigging yourself up with sweeping statements or unproven claims

More phrases to avoid: 'I genuinely believe I’m a highly motivated person' or 'My achievements are vast'. Instead give specific examples that provide concrete evidence. Show, do not tell!

5. Limit your use of the word ‘passion’

 'The word ‘passion’ (or ‘passionate’) is incredibly over-used.'

6. Stilted vocabulary

Frequent use of words or phrases like 'fuelled my desire', 'I was enthralled by' or 'that world-renowned author Jane Austen' make you sound, well, a bit fake (or like you have been over-using the thesaurus).

If you wouldn’t say something in a day-to-day discussion, do not say it in your statement. 

7. Plagiarism, lies or exaggeration

UCAS uses stringent similarity and plagiarism software and your universities will be told if you copy anything from another source.

And as for exaggeration, do not say you have read a book when you have only read a chapter – you never know when it might catch you out at a university interview.
8. Trying to be funny

Humour, informality or quirkiness can be effective in the right setting but it is a big risk, so be careful.

9. Negative comments or excuses

It can be difficult to ‘sell yourself’ in your personal statement, but do not talk about why you haven’t done something, or why you dropped an AS level. Focus on the positives!

10. Irrelevant personal facts

Before you write about playing badminton or a school trip you went on in year nine, apply the 'so what?' rule. Does it make a useful contribution? If not, scrap it.

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1. What courses does NSCD offer?

We have updated the titles of our courses and are in the process of adding a new course for 2017
entry. They are now known as:

Access to Higher Education Diploma: Contemporary Dance (formerly Foundation Course)
BA (Hons) Dance (Contemporary) (formerly BPA (Hons))

MA Contemporary Dance Performance (VERVE/PAS) (formerly Postgraduate Diploma)

MA Dance & Creative Enterprise (further information about this course will be available on the
website soon).

Please see the ‘Study’ sections of the website for further details. We are in the process of
updating the course titles across our website so you may find reference to the old titles until this
work is complete.

2. Can | apply for more than one course?

Yes, applicants can apply for both the Access to Higher Education Diploma: Contemporary
Dance and BA (Hons) Dance (Contemporary) courses and only need to attend one audition.
The audition content we include means that we do not request call-back auditions for these
courses.

MA Contemporary Dance Performance (VERVE/PAS) applicants can apply for both VERVE
and the Postgraduate Apprenticeship Scheme pathways and will need to attend one initial
audition, but successful applicants for either pathway will need to be available for call-back
auditions.

MA Contemporary Dance Performance (VERVE/PAS) applicants can also apply for the MA
Dance & Creative Enterprise. You will be required to make a separate application and submit
remote audition material.

3. When will my audition be?

NSCD audition dates are listed on the AUDITIONING page of our website. As part of your
application you will select your chosen date. As places are limited we recommend early booking.
The number of places still available at each audition will be shown next to each audition date.

4. Do | need to send photographs and references with my application?
No, we take headshot photographs at your audition and, if you are offered a conditional place after
your audition, we will request the contact details of your referee at that stage.



[image: image16.jpg]5. Why would | apply for the Access to Higher Education Diploma: Contemporary Dance if |
already have A ‘Levels / a Level 3 qualification?

The focus of the Access to Higher Education Diploma: Contemporary Dance is to enhance

technical and creative understanding and skills to a level that meets the expectations of the UKs

leading dance conservatoires, which include Northern School of Contemporary Dance. Some

students may already have level 3 qualifications, i.e. A ‘Levels or equivalent, but may not yet have

had access to dance training at this level.

6. If I'm offered a place on the Access to Higher Education Diploma: Contemporary Dance
after my GCSE’s can | apply to Higher Education courses afterwards?

Students who join the Access course directly from GCSE’s may be 17 years old after the one year

course but they are still eligible to apply for and potentially gain a place at the UKs leading dance

conservatoires, which include Northern School of Contemporary Dance, and other Higher

Education degree courses. You should, of course, check the entry requirements of any future

course you may be interested in applying for.

7. What level of dance experience do successful applicants have?
Auditions for all our courses seek to assess physical potential, performance ability, creativity and
also critical thinking and reflective engagement.

For the Access to Higher Education Diploma: Contemporary Dance we offer places to those
with ‘potential’ to benefit from our course, who will have shown strengths in some areas in their
audition but may not yet have had access to this breadth and level of training.

Applicants who are offered a place on the BA (Hons) Dance (Contemporary) are likely to have
had experience in all areas included in our audition and will be able to engage at a consistently
strong level throughout the audition.

Through the experience outlined in our entry requirements successful MA Contemporary Dance
Performance (VERVE/PAS) applicants will be at the stage in their training to undertake extensive
professional development and to refine skills and artistry as a stepping stone into the dance
industry.

8. How many people, on average, apply for your courses and how many places do you
offer?

NSCD auditions 700-800 applicants per year from which we offer approximately 30 places on the

Access to Higher Education Diploma: Contemporary Dance, 60 places on the BA (Hons) Dance

(Contemporary) and 25 on the MA Contemporary Dance Performance (VERVE/PAS). We have

approximately 220 students in total across all year groups each year.
